We play in the heart of the old centre of Amsterdam: “De Boomsspijker” at the Recht Boomssloot near the Nieuwmarkt. This former school offers us plenty of room to play chess and has a bar for analysis, drinks, snacks and a chat. De Booms​spijker is near the Central Station at a 10 minutes’ walk. Furthermore it is very easy to find from everywhere in Amsterdam by public transport as the underground station Nieuwmarkt is just 5 minutes away. For your (male and female) supporters we organise a small, informal drinks party on the first evening of the tournament.
