The Chief Arbiter after consultations with ECU and the organizers may make changes to the above tournament schedule. Such changes will be announced in due time.

4. SYSTEM AND RATE OF PLAY

11 rounds Swiss system will be played in accordance with the ECU Tournament Rules and FIDE Laws of Chess. The playing time will be 90 minutes for 40 moves plus 30 minutes for the rest of the game with an increment of 30 seconds per move, starting from move one.

5. TIE-BREAK SYSTEM

The order of players that finish with the same number of points shall be determined by application of the following tie-breaking procedures in sequence, proceeding from (a) to (b) to (c) to (d) the extent required:

a) Median-Buchholz 1, the highest number wins;

b) Buchholz, the highest number wins;

c) Number of wins, the highest number wins;

d) Progressive Score, the highest number wins.

In the case of unplayed games for the calculation of (a) and (b) the current FIDE tournament rules shall be applied: “Independently of the result of an unplayed game (win by Bye, win or loss by forfeit, no game because the player has withdrawn or was absent for some round(s)) for reasons of tie-break the result shall be counted as a Draw against the player himself.” Annex to FIDE Tournament Rules, pt.1.
Tie-break Matches

Tie-break matches are limited to the following cases:

a) to establish the Champion;

b) to establish the medal winners;

c) to establish qualifiers for the World Chess Championship.

In the case of a) and b) the relevant tie-break matches will decide the final ranking and the money prizes connected with these places.

In the case of c), the relevant tie-break matches will not influence the final ranking and the money prizes will be shared equally.

6. PARTICIPATION
The European Championships are open to all players representing the Chess Federations which comprise the European Chess Union (FIDE zones 1.1 to 1.9) regardless of their title or rating. There is no limit of participants per federation; however applications have to be sent by the national federations only.
7. QUALIFIERS

The European Individual Championship 2007 and the Individual Women`s Championship 2007 are qualification events for the next Chess World Cup or the next World Chess Championship for Women respectively. According to FIDE’s tournament regulations and the decision of the ECU Board, 33 players from the men’s section and 13 players from the women’s section will qualify.
8. CHIEF ARBITER
Chief Arbiter will be IA Klaus Deventer, Germany. 
9. PRIZES

The organizer offers a prize fund of 200,000 €. In addition FIDE will contribute to the prize fund with an amount of 80,000 US Dollars (60,000 for the open section and 20,000 for the women’s section).
The total prize fund will be deducted by 20% to FIDE respectively to ECU.

In principle, according to the German law all prizes are taxable (appr. 20%). Details will be announced later after an agreement with the local tax office.

No double prize award is carried out. All players are to take part in the opening and closing ceremony. If a prize-winner is absent during the closing ceremony, then the money prize will be reduced by 20% with a minimum of 100 €. The first 3 places will be awarded cups and medals.
10. APPLICATIONS, REGISTRATION

The national federations are kindly requested to fill in and return the Application Form not later than 31th January 2007 (the forms will be published later).
The organizer will accept late registrations after this date under the condition of an extra charge of 200 € for each individual application.

11. FEES:

The entry fee for the European Individual Championship is 65 € per player. After the championship every national federation will receive an invoice from ECU.

The additional organization fee is 50 € per player (see point 14).
12. ACCOMMODATION

There are no official hotels.
The organizers offer accommodation in the following hotels:

14. LOCAL TRANSPORT

A free shuttlebus transfer from and to Dresden Airport will be offered. The use of trams and buses in the city of Dresden is covered by the organization fee. 

15. WEATHER CONDITIONS

Weather in early springtime in Germany is changeable. The temperatures usually are between 5° and 15° Celsius.

16. ELECTRICITY

The voltage in Germany is 220 Volts.
17. CURRENCY & EXCHANGE

The local currency is the Euro.

The best way to exchange your money is do to it in your home country. In Dresden you may exchange money only in banks.

18. VISAS

If entry visas are required, please contact the respective German embassy in your country. If you need visa, please send us the registration form by the deadline mentioned above. The Organizing Committee will send an invitation letter as soon as possible. In the case of late registration the organizers are not responsible for the participant’s visas.
